The importance of developing and training the senses for the visual
impaired in an ongoing continuous and functional way since there are
preferences in senses with different proportions for each handicapped
according to the degree of his disability and its effect on his learning.
The present study aims at: Identifying the effectiveness of introducing
content (theoretical before practical/ practical before theoretical) via
screen reader programs in the achievement of the visual impaired
students in the Computer subject. Identify the effect of the style of the
visually handicapped preference for technological aids used with screen
reader programs (audio-tactile) on the achievement of the visually
impaired students in the Computer subject. Instruments of the Study
included a scale of the preference technological aids in programs for the



visual handicapped of computer screen reader to classify the visual
handicapped into (Audio- tactile). (Prepared by the researcher), an
achievement test in the computer subject. (Prepared by the researcher)
and a checklist of practical skills in computer subject. (Prepared by the
researcher) . In the light of the results of the study that proved the
effectiveness of introducing content style, the present study recommended
starting with the practical side before the theoretical side in teaching
computer for the visually handicapped students and providing training
courses for the teachers of the Computer subject for the visually
handicapped in employing technological aids which are related with
computer in the teaching process.
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The Effect of Using PDEODE Strategy in Developing
Achievement and Higher Cognitive Processes in Science
Subject among Fourth Grade Pupils at the Elementary Stage
in KSA

Abstract :
The study aimed at investigating the effect of using PDEODE strategy
in developing achievement and higher cognitive processes in science



among 4th grade elementary pupils in Saudi Arabia. The sample
composed of 77 pupils divided into two groups: the experimental group
(n=39) that studied the two selected subjects material changes & forces
and movement according to PDEODE, and the control group (n=38) that
studied the two subjects following the traditional way. An achievement
test was prepared in the subjects selected as well as a test for the higher
cognitive processes in science. Both tests were administered pre and
post the intervention. The study showed that there are significant
statistical differences at 0.01 level between the score means of the
experimental group and those of the control group in the dependent
variables for the experimental group. A significant correlation between
achievement and higher cognitive processes was found within the
experimental group, whereas no statistical significant correlation
between them was found among the control group pupils.
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The Extent of Elementary Female Teachers Awareness about Bullying and the
Actual Measures and procedures Followed to Prevent It in Government Schools in
Riyadh From Their perspective

Abstract :

This Study has sought to identify the degree of elementary stage female teachers
awareness about the nature, forms and negative impacts on both the female bully and
the female victim, as well the roles of female teachers in preventing bullying The
study has also sought to identify the state of measures and procedures followed to
prevent bullying in government school from their point of view.Achievement of the



study objectives entailed the use of a questionnaire that was distributed to a cluster
sample of elementary stage female teachers in government Schools that totaled764
female teachers. The sample responses retrieved were 597 responses.The findings
revealed a great to a very great degree of awareness demonstratedby female teachers
regarding the nature, forms and negative impacts of bullying on both the female bully
and female victim, as well as their roles in preventing it in the school. The findings
also revealed the use of traditional way of the procedures followed for preventing
bullying in government elementary schools.The study recommended the training of
female teachers on some international programs and strategies that proved to be
effective and feasible in reducing and preventing school bullying. It also
recommended the implementation of (Olweus Bullying prevention Program).
Furthermore, the study presented some proposals.

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The development of the Science Curricula in the light of
preventive education for avoiding the risks of epidemic
diseases and seasonal flu among the fifth-grade elementary
students

Abstract :

The present research aimed at developing the Science curricula at the
primary stage in the framework of identifying preventive education
necessary requirements for the prevention of the risks of catching
epidemic diseases and seasonal flu. The research also aimed at the
development of the first aid skills. A questionnaire was designed to
determine the requirements and procedures for the required preventive
education. It included 46 open answers questions. In light of results of the
guestionnaire administered to Science students. teachers and supervisors

a list of necessary preventive education standsrds was prepared. The list
included three main dimensions: Prevention of seasonal flu. prevention of

infectious diseases and first aid and health care. The list included 158
sub-item. It was applied to the Science curricula of primary the stage
(n=12 books). Results of the study indicated that the content of these
books does not include the requirements and procedures of preventive
education necessary for the prevention of the dangers of epidemic
diseases or seasonal flu. In the light of this result a proposed framework
for the development of the Science curricula at the primary stage based
on preventive education was proposed. The framework dealt with the 12
books through 17 developed units. A developed unit in the Science
curriculum of the fifth grade at the primary stage entitled “prevention of
epidemic and seasonal flue” was designed as a detailed model showing
how to develop the rest units in the curricula. A teacher’s guide for
teaching the developed unit was also prepared. In addition. a test

including 32 multiple-choice items was designed for measuring
preventive knowledge. An observation checklist was designed to observe
the performance of the first aid and preventive skills. It included six key
skills. The unit was administered to 72 fifth graders at the primary stage.
Results of the study indicated the following:1) There is a statistically
significant difference between the mean scores of the experimental group
students in the pre-post preventive knowledge for preventing and



avoiding edidemic diseases and seasonal flue in favor of the post test. 2)
There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores of
the experimental group students in the pre-post application of the
observation checklist of observing the preventive and first aid
performance flue in favor of the post test. 3) there is a statistically
significant correlation in the post administration between the test of
preventive knowledge and the performance in preventive and first aid
performance.
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Psychological problems among the girls with special needs A
field study in Almadinah Almonawara community

Abstract :

The study aimed at investigating the psychological problems faced by
girls with special needs, their causes, and proposed solutions. A
questionnaire to investigate the psychological problems was administered
to a sample of 162 girls with hearing, sight and physical disabilities at
the special education schools and the Center of Special needs students in
Almadinah Almonawara. Their age ranged from 16 to 28 years. The
results revealed that the most common psychological problems were



emotional disturbance and frustration. In addition, there was a
significant statistical effect of the variables “type of disability, age,
marital status and work” on the psychological problems among girls with
special needs. The most prominent causes of these problems were the lack
of health services, underestimation of the community and lake of
educational services and professional opportunities. The most important
suggestions for overcoming the psychological problems were improving
health, education and rehabilitation services, the provision of job
opportunities and appropriate salaries, changing the look of society,
equality and non-bias against them, and preventing the use of violence,
and the issuing legislations and laws that grant them facilities.

Studies on the effects of addiction on the cognitive processes have



raised considerable controversy about the generalization of the effects of
drugs with their different types on the performance of cognitive
processes.

However, these studies did not
address the impact of drugs abuse on the duration of abuse. This study
aimed at identifying the difference in performance on perception tests
according to the duration of addiction between two groups of patients
with Amphetamine-induced psychosis (n=19 patients) for more than five
years with a mean age [27.4] and SD [4.8], and a group (n=11 patients)
for less than [5] years, with a mean age [29.3], and SD [4.9]. The results
showed that there was no statistical significant difference in the mean
scores on the perception tests between the two groups.

The aim of this research was to study the effect of the interaction
among mind maps / the used method,the style of learning and thinking

information skills in Chemistry among second graders at the secondary
stage (n=166 students). The results showed superiority of the
experimental group that studied using mind maps to the cotrol group that
studied using the followed way in total score of the tests of the skills of
the generation and evaluation of information in Chemistry as well as the
sub-skills. Besides,the results showed the effect of the learning and
thinking stylesb on the development of the skills of the generation and
evaluation of information in Chemistry. There was also an effect of the
interaction among mind maps , learning and thinking styles on the
development of skills to generate and evaluate information in Chemistry.
The results also revealed the effect of the interaction among the used
method and the learning and thinking styles on the development of skills
to generate and evaluate information in Chemistry.

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A suggested program for blind child to overcome faced
difficulties when joining primary school in Taif

Abstract :

The research aimed at identifying difficulties faced by the blind child
when joining the primary school and designing a suggested program to
avoid these difficulties, which are the result of not joining kindergarten.
To achieve this goal, the researcher answered the following research
questions: What are difficulties faced by the blind child when joining the
first primary grade because of not joining kindergarten? What is the
importance of avoiding these difficulties for the child to continue and be
successful in school? What is the suggested program for avoiding
difficulties faced by the blind child when joining the first grade as a result
of not joining the kindergarten? The study tools were questionnaire
addressed to teachers, specialists in the field and parents concerning the
difficulties that represent an obstacle to the research participants. The
researcher also prepared an observation checklist to measure
performance of target participants and relied on conceptualization of
suggested program to overcome those difficulties. The research results
indicated the low performance level of the paricipants as measured by the
observation checklist. The study presented a list of the problems facing
blind child when joining the primary school; the difficulties are divided
into five main dimensions: 1) difficulty in self-reliance and includes 13
items, 2) difficulty in cleanliness and includes 12 items, 3) difficulty in the
system that comprises 12 items, 4) difficulty in training of senses (that
includes difficulties in using the sense of touch “12 items”, difficulties in
using the sense of smell “10 items”, difficulties in using the sense of taste
“8 items”, difficulties in using the sense of hearing “6 items”, and finally
difficulties in movement ““7 items”, and difficulty in reading and writing
with Brail that includes 20 items. In light of previous difficulties list, the
researcher prepared a suggested program for blind children in order to



avoid difficulties faced when joining first grade elememtary stage. The
researcher recommended the need for increased emphasis on research
and studies aimed at blind children and the need for paying attention to
training their senses before they enter the school to find the best
opportunities for teaching and learning process.
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History teachers' awareness for the requirements of the chronotope
concept dimensions at the secondary stage
Abstract :

The present study aimed at investigating history teachers' awareness
for the requirements of the chronotope concept dimensions at the
secondary stage. Three tools were developed. The first was a list of the
requirements of the teaching performance and cognitive chronotope
concept. It consisted of 42 cognitive sub-requirements. The second tool
was a cognitive test for measuring the cognitive requirements. The third
tool was an observation checklist for measuring the teaching



performance inside the classroom. The study sample consisted of 16
teachers in the field of History education at the secondary stage in Benha
Educational Administration. Al-Qalyoubiya Governorate. during the

school year 2014. After verifying the validity and reliability of the study
tools. they were conducted to the study sample. The study results showed

that the history teachers' awareness level was less that the competence
level (75%) in the requirements of the teaching performance and
cognitive chronotope dimensions. The history teachers at the secondary
stage did not have the awareness necessary to the teaching knowledge
and competence that achieve the essential interaction and integration
between time and space in only one concept that is the chronoscope.
Therefore. they are not able to find the awareness of the History

movement dimensions in a comprehensive reflective vision. Based on the
study results. some recommendations and suggestions were presented.

Using Computer mediated Team based Learning for
Developing EFL Prospective Teachers' Presentation
Skills and reducing their Foreign Language Anxiety
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Abstract :

The aim of this research was to investigate the effectiveness of using
computer mediated team based learning in developing EFL prospective



teachers' presentation skills and reducing their foreign language anxiety. The
design of the research is a mixed research methodology. It combines both
guantitative and qualitative methods of inquiry. The study sample consisted of
twenty students enrolled in fourth year English section at Faculty of
Education, Benha University, Egypt. They were tested before and after the
intervention. They were taught through a computer mediated team based
learning. The instruments of the research included an EFL presentation skills
scale, foreign language anxiety scale and a semi-structured interview. Results
of the research revealed a statistically significant difference between the
mean score of the study participants in the pre and post administration of the
EFL presentation skills in favor of the post administration. Also, students'
foreign language anxiety was reduced. These results were ascribed to
computer mediated team based learning .
