After implementing the
study, the researcher found that There Were Statistically
Significant differences at (0,01) level between the performance
of the experimental group and control group in the post
application of the Creative Problem Solving Skills test and
Academic Self Concept measurement favoring the experimental
group.

Abstract :

The current study aimed at studying the effectiveness of a
counseling program in alleviating the effects of Israeli torture
and improving Self-concept of 5 14-16-year-old children
released from Israeli jails; suffered from of torture effects; and
had a low level of self-concept. The study utilized five
instruments: a scale of torture effect (TE), a scale of self-
concept (SC), a personal interview, a drawing test, and a
counseling program designed by the researcher. Finally, the
study concluded that while there were statistically significant
differences in the overall degrees of TE and SC between the pre-
and post administration in favor of the pre-administration, there
were no statistically significant differences between the follow
up- and post administration, the thing which confirms the
success of the the techniques the study used for alleviating the
severity of TE and enhancing SC among the participants.

of (22) paragraphs to measure the role of school management
and the educational supervisors in improving the vocational
growth for the elementary teachers school in Amman fourth

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The impact of teaching using mind maps on the academic
achievement of students at the Faculty of Education at the
Najran University
Abstract
The study aimed to identify the impact of teaching using mind
maps on the academic achievement of students at the Faculty of
Education at the Najran University. To achieve this aim, quasi-
experimental method was used. Besides an achievement test was
used as a study instrument. The study was carried out on two
groups; experimental and control after ensuring its internal
validity for subjects in both groups. A pretest was implemented
to ensure the achievement equivalence of both groups. After the
implement- ation of the study, an achievement test whose
validity and reliability, items’ discriminatory ability, and
choices effectiveness was ascertained was carried out at the end



of the semester, 2013- 2014. The study found out that the mean
score of participants in the experimental group who were taught
by the mind maps was higher than the mean score of those in the
control group who were taught by the traditional method.
Difference in mean scores was statistically significant.
Therefore, the study recommended using these mind maps while
teaching university courses.

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Level of forgiveness and ego flexibility among school
counselors in Holey Makkah
Abstract :

This study proposed to determine Levels of forgiveness and
ego flexibility amongcounselors of Holey Makkah, to examine



effects of gender upon forgivenessandego flexibility, and to
explore the relationship between forgiveness and ego flexibility
among school counselors in Holey Makkah. 348 school
counselors (215 males, 133 females) were randomly selected,
and answered forgiveness and ego flexibility scales. Statistical
analyses revealed a high levels of forgiveness and ego flexibility
among school counselors, significant differences in forgiveness
in favor of male counselors, insignificant differences in ego
flexibility due to gender. Also, several recommendations were
suggested.
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Burnout Syndrome of E. R. Doctors ( Comparative
Study)

Abstract:



The aim of this research is to study the professional
exhaustion syndrome (burnout) of emergency medical
practicians working in the emergency department at Mustapha
Bacha Hospitals, in Bab-EI-Oued and Bainem and examine the
differences between both genders (doctors male/doctors female)
in professional exhaustion levels (Burnout) and the used coping
strategies, the research sample is constituted of 300 doctors
(105 men and 195 woman); using tworesearch tools: Maslach
Burnout inventory and the coping strategies of Paulhan
inventory.The study has concluded into the fact that E.R. doctors
working in emergencies department suffer from the increase of
professional exhaustion levels (Burnout). An obvious difference
of professional exhaustion levels emerged at female doctors
because they are more exhausted during their work than male
doctors. Furthermore, the study results concluded that when
female doctor’s use more the coping strategies centered on
emotion, this has impacted a difference with male doctors whose
coping strategies are more problem-centered.

Abstract :

The aim of this research was to investigate the effectiveness of
a relevance and confidence motivational strategies in developing
EFL argumentative writing skills and overcoming writing
apprehension among student teachers at Faculty of Education.
The design of the research was a mixed research methodology. It
combined both quantitative and qualitative modes of inquiry . The
researcher used two groups: an experimental group and a control
group. Both groups were tested before and after the intervention.
Subjects of the present research consisted of fifty students who
were chosen randomly from fourth year students enrolled in
English section at Faculty of Education, Benha University, Egypt.
They were divided into two groups: an experimental group (N=25)
students who were taught through relevance and confidence
motivational strategies and a control group (N=25) students who
were taught in the regular way. The instruments of the research
included an EFL argumentative writing skills test, the Daly-Miller
Writing Apprehension Test (WAT) and a semi-structured interview.
Results of the research revealed a statistically significant
difference between the mean score of the experimental group and
that of the control group in the post test of EFL argumentative
writing skills in favor of the experimental group. Also, students'
writing apprehension was decreased. These results were ascribed
to using relevance and confidence motivational strategies.
