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Variation of academic Engagement and academic achievement according to the
level of regulatory mode (locomotion and assessment] and academic resilience
among university students

The present study investigate the impact of both regulatory mode
(locomotion and assessment) and academic resilience in academic engagement and
academic achievement, As well as investigate the relationship between regulatory
mode (locomotion and assessment) and academic resilience (total score and
dimensions). The final sample consisted of 560 students of the third and fourth
year in the faculty of education, university of Benha enrolled in the academic year
(2017/2018). The correlation coefficient revealed that there is a significance
positive relationship between regulatory mode (locomotion and assessment) and
academic resilience (total score and dimension) except the negative relationship
between assessment and emotional control. Multivariate analysis of variance
(MANOVA) revealed significant effects of locomotion mode and resilience in
academic engagement and its dimensions (cognitive, emotional, behavioral, and
agentic) and academic achievement. There is Significant effects of assessment
mode in academic engagement and cognitive and agentic engagement, but there is
no significant effect of assessment mode in academic achievement. there are no
significant interaction between regulatory mode (locomotion and assessment) and
academic resilience in academic engagement (total and dimensions), and academic
achievement except the effect of locomotion mode x academic resilience in agentic
engagement.
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
